The revisions made o Employee and Labor Relations Manual, Section 420, Wage
Administration Policy for Bargaining Unit Emplovees, transmitted fo the union by letter
dated April 21, 2000, do not supersede the provisions of the National Agreement.

Since the Postal Service has affirmatively expressed that there are no changes which
directly relate {0 wages, hours or working conditions pursuant o Article 19, time limits
for Article 18 will not be used by the Postal Service as a procedural argument if the
NALC determines at a later date that there was a change in wages, hours or working
conditions initiated through the subject revisions.
